


The Kyoto Protocol was an international agreement 
which was built on the United Nations Framework 
Convention on Climate Change. It sets targets and 
timetables for reducing the greenhouse-gas 
emissions of industrialized countries.



�yFirst Step:
In 1992 the UN adopted the Framework Convention on 
Climate Change (UNFCCC), as an attempt to reduce 
greenhouse gas levels around the world.

�yProblem:
However, greenhouse gas levels continued to rise. At this 
point, it became increasingly evident that only a firm 
commitment by developed countries to reduce emissions 
could send a signal strong enough to convince businesses, 
communities and individuals to act on climate change.
