Setup of a node computer
Each node computer is required to have a network interface card, but hard drives and optical drives are not required and will not be used if present. A monitor and keyboard are required, but only to change the BIOS settings. Once these settings are changed, no further input is needed, though a monitor may be used to watch and verify that the node successfully boots into Knoppix. All nodes should be connected to a network hub or switch along with the server. 

1. Power on a node computer. When the HP Vectra splash screen appears, press F2 to enter BIOS setup.

2. Go to Security ( Boot Devices Security ( Start From Network and select Enabled.
3. While here, disable every other option (Start From IDE CD-ROM, Start From IDE HDD, and Start From Floppy).

4. Go to Power ( Suspend Delay and select None.

5. Verify that Standby Delay is set to None.

6. Go to Exit ( Exit Saving Changes ( Yes.
The computer will now seek out ways to boot from the network and never try to boot off an internal drive. When the node computer reboots, it will find the server and boot via PXE.
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
