5. What is the contribution of the paper?
6. What is the “power” of the results? How important are they?
7. What is the applicability of the results?
Using your knowledge of the area, answer the question below. Jot down your answer.
8. What influence did the paper have?
Turn in your answers. No answer should be longer than 2-3 sentences. The whole thing should fit on one piece of paper.
