Project #2: Paper Summary

Prepare a 1-page (~450-word) summary of one of the papers from your bibliography. Be very careful with grammar, notation and style. You should go through at least two drafts of the paper, paying particular attention to the core rules on the second draft.  

In terms of content, make sure you cover the problem being solved, the approach being used, and the results or conclusions of the work. As for the audience, you can assume the reader has Masters-level background in your field (CS, EE, etc.).

The paper should be typeset. Please submit it in double-space format (so it will actually be longer than one page as submitted). Be sure to include a citation to the paper you are summarizing. 
Remember to be extremely careful about not plagiarizing. Your summary should be completely new writing, and not a paraphrase of portions of the paper.

We will be returning you paper to you with comments; Project 4 will be a further revision of the paper.
