Project #5:  10 page paper.
Project 5: You are to prepare a background paper on a technical topic of 10 doublespace pages (~1600 words). It should be a complete paper with abstract, introduction, conclusions and bibliography. It should be more than a string of summaries of papers. You should try to place results in a common framework and try to present them with a uniform terminology. For audience, assume a reader who has completed the core courses for an MS degree in your field. We don’t expect a complete survey of a field, but your paper should be based on at least 10 sources.

Exclusions: For this project you must write an original paper. You may not use a paper previously written, submitted, or published else where.

Intermediate Deliverables: There are two submissions due before the final paper. Both

will get comments, but will not be part of the grade for the project.

• A one-page outline is due Tuesday, 28 February. We plan to return these with comments that Thursday (March 2).

• A first prose draft is due Tuesday, March 7, and should be at least 70% of the length

of the final draft, and the introduction should be in near-final form. We will provide

comments on the general organization of the entire draft and detailed suggestions on the

introduction. Turn in three copies, double-spaced, please. You must turn in something

on this date.

Final Submission: The final paper is due on Thursday, 16 March, at the beginning of

class. Please turn in two copies, double-spaced.
